UPDATE -- DELAYED STATE AID PAYMENTS: The Department of Administration (DOA) believes almost all of the delayed March 28 state aid payments to over 500 districts and other educational entities have been processed via wire transfers.  Please continue to monitor your bank deposits prior to making payments.  

Fewer than a dozen wire transfers were rejected yesterday and DOA will be providing the list to DPI for follow up.  DPI staff will contact those school districts today to receive the information necessary to allow DOA to re-wire the state aid payments today, March 29.

We are aware some banks do charge districts for receiving incoming wire transfers.  For those that do, the fees are ranging from $10 - $25.  DPI has requested the Department of Administration (DOA) to reimburse your district if you have been charged a fee to receive the wire transfers.  DOA is looking into how to reimburse those districts that were charged, and more information will be forthcoming.
Please be sure to track any fees or charges your district incurs due to this Department of Administration error.  We will continue to advocate for full reimbursement of any costs incurred by your district.
We will update you as more information becomes available.

The Department of Administration has informed us they will attempt to process payments to districts via wire transfers today.  Even if DOA is able to accomplish the wire transfers today, it is likely these payments will not be deposited to your bank accounts until Tuesday, March 29.

Bottom line:  Monitor your bank deposits prior to making payments.
