If you have experienced staffing changes or have converted to a new email provider, then it is a good time to review the 1500 School Contacts Report:  The “PI 1500 School Contacts Report” provides school districts with a tool that allows local decision making as to who is responsible for completing the different SFS Team school finance reports. If a key staff member will be retiring or leaving the school district at the end of this school year, who should receive the Transfer of Service (TOS) emails between May through September? 
It is important for someone to review the list of individuals who are deemed “Active” within the PI 1500 and edit as necessary.  An individual no longer with the district should be deactivated and the information on the “Profile” tab for the others should be checked for possible updates.
