REMINDER: PI-1563 JANUARY PUPIL COUNT REPORT DUE JANUARY 25
PI-1202 AUDITS AND SPECIAL EDUCATION AID: DPI collects staff licensing data through the PI-1202 reporting process. Data were due in November and the PI-1202 data team have begun sending out exception reports. Because eligibility for special education categorical aid depends upon appropriate licensure, we recommend that whomever is responsible for special education fiscal reporting in your district/agency review any special education exceptions found in the PI-1202 audits. Items that emerge in No Valid License reviews and associated aid reductions are based on data submitted, audited, and certified in the PI-1202. DUNS NUMBER REMINDER: Any entity receiving federal grant dollars is required to have a Data Universal Numbering System (DUNS) number. The School Management Services Team encourages districts to register that number with the System for Award Management (SAM) formerly known as Central Contractor Registration (CCR). 2012-13 BUDGET REPORT AMENDMENTS: Districts that officially amend their budget by school board action should also amend the PI-1504 Budget Report. This will ensure that the data used by the department in equalization aid estimates, including the July 1 aid estimate, is the most up-to-date data available. Districts may amend their budget report data by entering the budget report program online and making the changes. Please remember to press the “Submit” button to complete the submission after you have amended the report.

Note: districts are able to enter the reporting portal and view budget report data without a password by clicking the “Continue” button. A password is required only when entering or amending budget report data. Please contact a SFS Team member listed below if you have questions.

SPECIAL EDUCATION CATEGORICAL AID PAYMENT: The 2012-13 Special Education Aid computation worksheets for the January 22, 2013 State Special Education Aid payment are available at http://sfs.dpi.wi.gov/sfs_sped_worksheets. REFERENDA REMINDERS:  State law requires a school district to notify the DPI within 10 days after adopting a resolution to hold a referendum. A copy of the Initial Resolution should be sent to michele.tessner@dpi.wi.gov and the district should enter the referendum into the School Finance Reporting Portal. Instructions on notifying DPI of upcoming referenda can be found on the recently updated Referendum Information page at: http://sfs.dpi.wi.gov/sfs_referendum
All preliminary results of referenda are compiled in a report for the State Superintendent on the morning following the election. We ask that districts report preliminary results as soon as possible the morning following the election via e-mail to michele.tessner@dpi.wi.gov or by updating the School Finance Reporting Portal. Within 10 days after the election, the completed Board of Canvassers Report should be scanned and e-mailed to Michele or faxed to 608-266-2840.

2012-13 MEMBERSHIP REPORT AUDITS WILL BE ANNOUNCED JANUARY 31: Districts with required membership audits will be announced on January 31, 2013 via this listserv message and on the SFS Team website under Late Breaking Information at http://www.dpi.wi.gov/sfs/index.html. The audit report is due May 1, 2013. The state superintendent is required annually to select at least 25 percent of school districts to have membership audits (s. 115.28(18), Wis. Stats.). The following procedures will be used to select districts for 2012-13  membership audits. (Note that under random selection method "1.B", the possibility of selection each year exists.) 
1. Random Selection: 

A. From a "four-year cycle" pool, whereby all districts are selected for an audit at least once in a four-year period; or

B. From an "annual selection pool,” whereby 5 percent of those districts not selected above are selected. 

2. Districts audited in 2011-2012 having a net error rate in excess of 1 percent from the reported membership, for either count date, and not selected by previous procedures. 

3. The January pupil count report was not received by January 25, 2013, and not selected by the procedures listed above. 

Districts participating in the Integration Transfer Program (ITP) are required to have a separate audit of ITP Membership and should contract with their auditor for this. The ITP membership audit is also due May 1, 2013.
