Summary of 2009 Wisconsin Act 28
As it relates to the Milwaukee Parental Choice Program

Changes Effective Starting in 2009-10 School Year:

1.  Maximum Per Pupil Payment Amount for 2009-10 and 2010-11 School Years: (sec. 2285d,h,p  and 2291d)
a. $6,442.00 for 1.0 FTE

b. $3,865.20 for 0.6 FTE

c. $3,221.00 for 0.5 FTE

2. Auditor Fee (sec. 239, 2278, 2291)
· For the 2009-10 school year only, by November 1, 2009, each MPCP school must pay to the DPI, in the form of a cashier’s check, a nonrefundable fee to fund the cost of a new auditor position at the department.  

· This fee is determined by dividing the cost of the auditor position by the number of schools that submitted the September 1 enrollment report.  

· The $986 nonrefundable fee is due November 1, 2009.

· Payment must be made using a cashier’s check.

· Program participation may be terminated and MPCP payments may be withheld for failure to pay the fee.

· Starting with the 2010-11 school year, by February 1 of each year, a private school which intends to participate in the MPCP in the following school year shall pay, in the form of a cashier’s check, a nonrefundable fee to fund the cost of the auditor position.

· The annual fee will be determined by dividing the cost of the auditor position, plus any prior unfunded auditor position costs, by the number of schools that submitted the prior year 3rd Friday in September enrollment report.

· The DPI will annually notify schools of the fee amount no later than December 1.

· Beginning February 1, 2010, the nonrefundable fee is due by February 1 each year.

· Payment must be made using a cashier’s check.

· Program participation may be denied and MPCP payments may be withheld for failure to pay the fee.

3. Preaccreditation Requirement (sec. 2276y, 2280c, 2290j, 2280b, 2280c, 2290k)
· Prior to participating in the MPCP, new schools are required to obtain preaccreditation by the Institute for Transformation of Learning (ITL) at Marquette University.

· Preaccreditation is defined as the review and approval of an educational plan, including whether the plan meets the private school requirements.
· If ITL determines during the preaccreditation process that a private school does not meet the private school requirements, ITL must notify the DPI.
· ITL must notify the DPI by August 1 which private schools obtained preaccreditation.

· The fact that a school has obtained preaccreditation does not require an accreditation organization to accredit the private school. 
· A MPCP school that is not accredited must obtain preaccreditation as a prerequisite to providing instruction to additional grades or in an additional or new school.
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
