MPCP Facts and Figures for 1998-1999

As of March 2003
In January 1999 there were 83 private schools participating in the MPCP, with a total enrollment of 6,047 students in the program.  Table 1 and Table 2 provide the total number of students in the MPCP by where (and if) they were enrolled at school in 1997-98.  The number of students listed in the table is reported by headcount and full-time equivalent (FTE).  For example, a four-year-old kindergarten student may be counted as 0.5 or 0.6 FTE.

Students participating in the MPCP in 1998-99 were included in the Milwaukee Public Schools district’s state equalization aid membership count on a prior year basis.  The state then paid an amount for each MPCP student equal to MPS’s equalization aid per member and the district’s equalization aid was reduced by that amount to pay for the MPCP.  In the 1998-99, MPS received $4,894 per member in state equalization aid.  Based on a total FTE count of 5,761.7 in the program (average of 5,740.3 FTE September count and the 5,697 FTE January count, with 43 FTE summer school count added), MPCP payments totaled $28.2 million in 1998-99.  Under the revenue limits on public school districts in Wisconsin, MPS could replace the lost state aid with property tax levy and to the great extent did so.

Table 3 shows the MPCP enrollment by grade level for the 3rd Friday in September and 2nd Friday in January 1998-99 count dates.
