Summary

General Information:
· LEA plans for spending IDEA Part B ARRA funds should include fidelity, sustainability, and progress tracking

· LEAs may coordinate IDEA Part B ARRA funds with funds from other sources (Title I ESEA, SFSF, etc.) in schoolwide initiatives to improve outcomes for all students
· Title I schoolwide schools are able to use IDEA funds (that is the same proportions of the total cost of the project as the number of children with disabilities benefiting from the program is to the total population participating in the program) to carry out a schoolwide project

· In a non-Title I schoolwide school, LEAs are able to use IDEA funds for the total cost of professional development in the same proportion as the number of special education and related service personnel receiving professional development is to the total school personnel participating
· New guidance provides additional examples of potential ARRA expenditures (examples do not cover all possible uses of IDEA Part B ARRA funds)
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
