
…is FBA beneficial?

· Fewer classroom disruptions

· Increased level of consistency among teachers and staff

· Students’ awareness of expectations

· Focus on positive behaviors instead of negative behaviors

· Seeing students think through their behaviors before they react

· Students being more responsible for their behaviors

· All staff members being actively involved in the supervision of students schoolwide

· Decreases in discipline referrals

· Fewer suspensions

· More positive, healthier climate

· Increase in parental awareness and involvement

· Overall improved morale

· Heightened teacher awareness of the importance of modeling

· Improved levels of student motivation

· Individual teachers accepting more responsibility and ownership for management of minor infractions

· The process of modeling/teaching/re-teaching
