1.  Commercial products

An attachment labeled Behavior Intervention Plan – may also be called Behavior Improvement Plan, Crisis Plan, etc.  

A flow-chart, competing behavior pathway, other schematic

2.  Conditions such as “Given a positive behavior intervention plan…..”

Annual goals addressing positive, proactive skills such as social skills instruction, anger management training, self-awareness, selecting acceptable alternatives to acting-out behavior

3.  Must include positive strategies, supports, etc.

4.  “ED programming to include (social skills instruction, anger management training, etc.)”

5.  School counseling, school social work, school psychologist

6.  Lists a behavior plan, modifications to classroom or schoolwide discipline, etc.

7.  A copy of the BIP, assistance for implementing, ideas for consequences, etc. 

8.  Boxes for “Other” checked & “BIP” written in
Focused only on punishment, discipline, negatives

Missing positive, proactive components such as social skills instruction, anger management training, programming in errors in thinking, individual or small group sessions with the guidance counselor, school social worker, school psychologist, etc.

Goals such as 

· will follow all school rules

· will pass all classes

· will behave in age-appropriate ways

· will exhibit appropriate behavior

A plan that includes only negatives such as suspensions or other exclusionary tactics
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
