III. Self Efficacy

When asked to rate their self-efficacy skills:

· 52% felt confident or very confident in assessing the impact of curriculum and teaching strategies on student behavior
· 67% felt confident or very confident in assessing the impact of peers on student behavior

· 69% felt confident or very confident in assessing the impact of teacher behavior on student behavior

· 67% felt confident or very confident in developing positive behavior intervention plans

· 57% felt confident or very confident in implementing behavior intervention plans

· 62% felt confident or very confident in individualizing curriculum
· 75% felt confident or very confident in making accommodations to meet individual student needs

· 69% felt confident or very confident in dealing with student behavior
· 51% felt confident or very confident in talking with colleagues about possible changes needed in their behavior to impact changes in student behavior

V. Indicators that students need additional supports

Respondents were asked to check all that apply

88%     Number of referrals to the office

88%     Failing grades in a given number of classes or subjects

66%     Involvement with community agencies such as social services or law enforcement

Others listed included:

· Poor attendance, truancy, chronic tardiness

· Teacher reports, concerns, requests

· Students with attitude/demeanor changes

· Parent contact, concerns, support, family crises

· Other interventions attempted or on-going
