Shaken Baby Syndrome
As part of the Wisconsin State Statute 253.15(3), school boards shall provide, or arrange with a nonprofit organization or health care provider to provide, age-appropriate instruction related to shaken baby syndrome (SBS) and impacted babies for pupils in one of grades 5 - 8, and in one of grades 10 - 12. The statute does not require school districts to implement the shaken baby syndrome education yearly; however, students do need to receive the information twice; once in middle school (grades 5 - 8), and once in high school (grades 10 – 12). As a health care provider in the school setting, school nurses may be asked to help provide information or instruction for shaken baby syndrome.
