· Description of behavior (Observable)

· When was the last time the student was not engaging in this behavior?

· What is different about the student’s programming between these two times? 

· What are the patterns of behavior?

· What happens before?

· Identify possible specific triggers of behavior

· What happens after?

· Describe consequences of behavior

· What is maintaining the behavior?

· Where is the behavior most likely to occur?

· Where is the behavior least likely to occur? 

· What are the differences in these environments?

· When is the behavior most likely to occur?

· When is the behavior least likely to occur?

· What are the differences in these two time frames?

· With whom is the behavior most likely to occur

· With whom is the behavior least likely to occur?

· What are the differences in these people?

· What different interventions have been consistently implemented?

· What were the results of each intervention? (Data support)

                                       Possible Interpretations

· Is the problem linked to a skill deficit (Academic, social, language, or other)?

· Is the student receiving remediation in this area?

· Does the student realize that he is engaging unacceptable behavior or is the behavior a “habit”? 

How do you know?

· Does the student understand the behavioral expectation for the situation?

· Is it within the student’s power to control the behavior or does s/he need support? 

· How did you determine this?

· Does the student have the skills necessary to perform the expected behaviors? How was this determined?

· Is the student attempting to avoid “low interest” or demanding tasks?

· Is the problem behavior a result of a medical, biophysical, neurological, or sensory condition?

· Child may need a medical screening.

· Medication issues need to be carefully evaluated.

· School nurse involvement is crucial.

· Parent input also necessary.

· History of sensory need.

· Is the behavior problem associated with certain social or environmental conditions?

· What do team members think is going on? 

· Brainstorm why you feel as you do.

· What might the student be communicating through the problem behavior?

· Do we have information/data to support this idea?

· What information do we still need? 

· Do we have information/data to support this idea?
