Features the latest daily news and includes articles for people 50+ on health, Social Security, Medicare, politics, scam alerts and more. Packaged with AARP The Magazine.
AARP The Magazine (bimonthly) 

Helps people 50+ live their most fulfilling lives and includes articles on finance, health and fitness, books, movies, celebrity interviews, and travel. Packaged with AARP Bulletin.
American History (bimonthly) 
Articles for the general reader about the full spectrum of the history of North America.

Gardening trends, products, and projects for the amateur gardener.
Humpty Dumpty Magazine (for children; bimonthly)


Stories, poems, cartoons, puzzles, games, recipes and crafts. Ages 3-5.

Magazine of the Month (monthly) 
NLS program designed to provide a limited substitute for newsstand browsing. Readers are sent a different magazine each month. 

Milwaukee Magazine (monthly; produced by WTBBL) 
A city magazine serving the Milwaukee metropolitan area in Wisconsin with articles of events, dinning, and local news. Packaged with Guideposts, Newsweek, and Reader’s Digest.
Missouri Conservationist (monthly)

Focuses on educating the general public on issues pertaining to the conservation and management of Missouri’s natural resources.

Quarterly Music Magazine (quarterly) 
NLS program designed to provide a limited substitute for newsstand browsing. Readers are sent a different music magazine each quarter. Covers a variety of aspects and types of music, such as opera, jazz, and country and instruments such as guitar and keyboard. 
Reader’s Digest (monthly) 
From health to home, money to food, family, travel, work, holidays and more, Reader's Digest focuses on simple tips and time-saving insights. Packaged with Guideposts, Milwaukee Magazine, and Newsweek.
Rolling Stone (biweekly) 

American popular culture in the arts and entertainment industry. Provides music, video, audiovisual, and computer hardware reviews.

Seventeen (10 issues)

Tips on beauty and fashion for young women and articles on careers, education, family, social interactions, and diet.
Smithsonian (monthly)

Provides in-depth analysis of varied topics within a diverse range of scientific areas.
Sound and Vision (10 issues) 

Reports on new sound equipment and album reviews, with emphasis on popular music. 

Southern Living (monthly)

Spider (for children; 9 issues) 

Stories, poems, jokes, and crafts for beginning readers ages six through nine.
Sports Illustrated (weekly) 
International sports news and articles with emphasis on American spectator sports. Features on sports personalities and events and outdoor activities. 

Sports Illustrated Kids (for children; 11 issues) 
Sports news and articles for ages eight through thirteen. Features sports personalities, events, and cards; youths who are excelling in athletics; and a regular column by youths discussing controversial sports-related issues. 

Talking Book Topics (bimonthly) 
Announcements of recorded books recently added to the Library of Congress collection and news and developments in library services for people who are visually impaired or have a physical disability. Audio edition often includes the text of NLS News. One-line annotations of books listed in Talking Book Topics are included in the braille edition of Braille Book Review. 

Travel & Leisure (monthly) 
Articles on vacation sites and tour destinations, with tips on food and photography.
True West (monthly) 
Nonfiction articles about the Old West written by historians and western buffs. 

Vanidades (Spanish; 11 issues) 
Spanish-language general-interest magazine with an emphasis on style. 
Vital Speeches of the Day (monthly)


Presents speeches and addresses in full.

The Week (weekly) 
News and commentary on world events.
Wired (monthly) 
News and opinions concerning technology industries and the digital environment. 
The Writer (12 issues) 
Discussions on the craft and experience of writing by new and established writers. Regular columns feature trade news, contest information, and names and addresses of manuscript markets.
