� A minor is required in PI 34 for the MC-EA developmental level, but the minor does not need to be a teaching minor that results in a license. DPI will accept any minor recognized by the college or university as meeting the requirement for a minor (non-licensable) at the MC-EA level.





� A minor is not required in PI 34 for the EA-A developmental level.





� A minor is not required in PI 34 for the EC-A developmental level, however, if an educator does seek licensure in an appropriate minor, the developmental range of that license will be limited to EA-A. The exceptions to this limitation are physical education majors with a health minors, foreign language majors who minor in another foreign language, or coaching.  In these instances the educator will receive the wide-range license to match that of their major.





� DPI will accept the completion of an approved program in these subjects as meeting the requirement for a minor at the MC-EA developmental level.





� A supplemental license issued under PI 34 as approved minor will mirror the same developmental range of the teaching licenses the educator already holds, except Library Media Specialist and Adaptive Physical Education licenses. The Library Media Specialist and Adaptive Physical Education licenses require program completion and are issued at the EC-A developmental range.





� This license will be issued only if the educator already holds the physical education license (530) and is issued at the EC-A developmental level.





� Coaching will be issued as a EC-A if completed as a minor despite the developmental range of the teaching major. 





� DPI will accept the completion of an approved program in this subject as meeting the requirement for a minor at the MC-EA developmental level.


 





( DPI will issue a license based on an endorsed concentration if completed as part of a broad field or cross-categorical program. 
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
